There will be a test in school during the last week of term that tests a selection of 
words from across the term.

Reading

We use a whole-class approach when teaching reading, using activities 
from Reading Explorers.

Children are explicitly taught reading skills including skimming, 
scanning, text retrieval, inferring, deducing, analysing and evaluating.

They are then encouraged to apply these skills when reading 
independently and reading across the curriculum.  

We also enjoy a class text together.
