This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education. 
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Part A: Curriculum music
This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	The Music curriculum is informed by the ‘model music curriculum’ and learning is carefully sequenced for all year groups. We have fully moved to the Kapow scheme of work, having previously used Music Express. We use teacher assessment at planned stages throughout the year and this is recorded on Insight and monitored by subject leaders in line with the school’s monitoring and evaluating plan. 
There is a dedicated curriculum music lesson on the school timetable each week for all year groups but children have other opportunities throughout the week such as focused listening opportunities in daily worship or alongside art sessions, singing opportunities and recall of nursery rhymes in class, choir clubs and peripatetic music lessons so that they are accessing opportunities and learning in music for a minimum of an hour per week. 
In EYFS the children focus on being imaginative and expressive. The learn to sing a range of well-known nursery rhymes and songs, perform songs, rhymes, poems and stories with others, and – when appropriate – try to move in time with music. 
The music lead works within the Federation and within our local cluster groups to explore further opportunities for musical development within our schools.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	Our school engages with an external provider ‘Crazy for Music’ to deliver peripatetic music lessons for our children. Currently children are able to learn to play the guitar, keyboard, drums or have singing lessons. This is a paid for service, funded by parents who wish their children to partake in learning an instrument. Children will work towards gaining levels and certificates appropriate to the instrument they are learning. Crazy for Music arrange school concerts twice yearly and the children having lessons across local schools have the opportunity to play together as part of a rock band – during the summer term, they tour the local schools to perform which is a fantastic opportunity to let their light shine.
As well as liaising with Lincolnshire Music Hub, connections have also been made with the Peterborough Music Hub as they cover areas close to the Peterborough/Lincolnshire border. We are exploring ways they may be able to support to further enhance provision at the school.
Our school provides an opportunity for ensemble singing as part of our school choir. The choir is led by a competent member of staff and rehearses weekly as a free lunch time club option for all children from Year 2- Year 6. It is regularly attended by at least 35 pupils. The choir perform at a range of events, such as the school Christmas Fayre, A local Care home and the Summer Fete at the church.
There are termly opportunities for massed singing which are often linked to holidays such as; Harvest festival at church, our Nativity play, Christmas service at Church, Easter service at Church, daily worship in school and Key Stage 2 play performances. 
There are weekly singing worships for all pupils. Singing is used frequently in music lessons to support curriculum learning. 


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	We have designated members of staff who have responsibility for music and advocates for the subject across the school. In collaboration with the Music lead, senior leaders drive the development of music across the school and advocate for the importance of music in school life. 
Pupil voice is taken into consideration when planning for participation in external events either through informal discussion or with the student council. 
The children listen to a range of different musical genres and artists at the start of each daily worship and Singchronise is used in worship to provide a range of Christian based worship songs which the children really enjoy. 
Year 4 children have the opportunity to perform at the Inspire + Mini-Olympics event: they join in singing with some songs and do a group dance performance at the end. 
Year 1 and 6 lead a carol concert at Christmas at St. Guthlac’s church, learning and performing a range of traditional Christmas hymns for the local community to enjoy.
Crazy for Music organise a number of showcase events across the academic year for both pupils and parents to enjoy. During the academic year 24-25, an event was held at Christmas and also then in the summer term. These were well attended and serve not only to celebrate the accomplishments of those performing but to allow the school community to enjoy performed music and to encourage and motivate others to become involved.


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	Staff training on music – at least one staff meeting in next academic year as well as staff regularly accessing personalised CPD through the relevant Kapow scheme of work for each year group. 
To further promote peripatetic music lessons through regular ‘show case events’ 
Use the Lincolnshire assessment framework for music
Ensuring that the assessment system is robust and allows for children’s musicality to be measured so that strengths and areas for development in this subject area can be identified
Liaise closely with music cluster lead Sarah Young and Crazy for music lead Jan Cross to explore additional musical opportunities for our children and collaboration with other schools and local communities. 
Explore further opportunities in the local area such as singing in nurseries and participating in local events such as the Christmas light switch on in Market Deeping town centre and other events throughout the year.
Support staff in their use of the new music scheme. 
Participate in free opportunities through the Lincolnshire Music Hub, such as a beatboxing workshop.
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
